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Waste Watchers

On Wednesday, the 26" of August, the Junior School enjoyed watching the Waste Watchers
presentation. The presenter was Anthony. First we learnt about the different kinds of bins. The
red bins are used for rubbish, the blue and yellow bins are used for recyclingand the'green
bins are used for garden waste. There are also crates used for recycling. Anthony showed us
pictures of animals dying because of litter flushed down storm water drains. There was a
whale which died because it swallowed b metres of plastic while it was swimming.

Anthony then showed us pictures of dumps or waste processing facilities. Anthony explained
to the group that methane gases are created when rubbish is compacted together, which is a
green-house gas. He also told us that cows produce the most methane.

Anthony told us about the different kinds of compost methods. Some are called compost bins,
compost turners and compost heaps. We were shawn what was inside a compost bin. The first
layer was made up of food scraps, the second was made up of partly rotten food scraps, the
third was made out of compost and the final'ane was made of sand and sticks.

We then played a true orfalse game about Earthworms. We found out a type of Earthworm can
grow as long as Im 60cm. Earthworms also have 10 hearts. Earthworms dislike meat, dairy
and acidic foods. Some foods Earthworms like are fruits (not acidic fruits), vegetables and
paper. At the end ofthe program, Anthony showed us his worm farm. It stank.
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
